The statement of compliance {ISPS) for PPT is being certified by DG Shipping,
Ministry of Shipping. Internal audit and External Audit are being carried out
Annually to comply with the standard ISPS code.

The Port facilities operate in accordance with the approved Port facility
Security Plan and its being upgraded regularly and same being certified during
external Audit.

All entrance gates to Port, port premises and port waters are being monitored
by CISF arm guards and CCTV surveillance. Navigational Channel,
Anchorages and SPM area are patrolled by CISF armed guards on board
security vessels.

Access control to PICT and their security arrangements are controlled by the
Terminal operator. They also report to PFSO and coordinate with PPA CISF
team regarding security matters.

Deputy Conservator, PPTis the PFSO (Port facility Security Officer) of Paradip

port Authority as per PFSP.

CISF is in-charge of Port Security of Paradip Port. It ensures smooth and
secure access control through 5 Entry / Exit Gates. It performs harbor
patrolling, ensures security of SPMs, perimeter security and fire
prevention. Access control through gates is now totally integrated with
RFID system, which has enhanced not just security infrastructure but
ensured smooth movement through gates. All entrance gates to the Port,
the Port premises, Seaside (South break water) are being monitored by
CISF armed guards and CCTV surveillance. A 24x7 CCTV control room
surveillance is being monitored by CISF at Gate #4.

Trained squads of 25 CISF personnel have been patrolling in the sea near
Paradip Port and providing the security of Single Point Mooring. This is
the first marine commando squad of squad of CISF, which has gone sea-
borne besides guarding ports. gh speed patrol launches (30 knots & 25
knots of speed) engaged by PaCISF's marine trained personnel also does
waterfront security through two hiradip Port to carryout security patrolling
inthe port water. In this year, 1 new patrolling boat "SAANVI" was
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commissioned and handed over to CISF for rendering security services.
These boats keep close vigil on all incoming vessels to harbor and prevent
any attempt of sabotage, criminal activity, terrorism, stowaway & fishing etc.

Besides, CISF has a highly specialized, trained and fully equipped Fire
wing, which provides Fire safety in and around the Port. There are two fire
stations viz. main fire station located near Gate # 4 and Sub-fire station
located near North oil jetty to tackle any fire related emergencies. In this year
2 new multipurpose fire tenders were provided to CISF fire wing, increasing
total fleet of fire tenders to 7 Nos. Over the years, it has saved property worth
Crores of rupees of properties and saved precious lives too. And in this year
alone, it saved property worth 3.5 crore approx. and attended 28 fire calls
including & fire calls outside the port premises.

CISF also conducts monthly security and fire mock drills to train and prepare
for facing any emergencies. Further, it also takes active participation in
"Sagar Kavach”, a joint mock drill on coastal security organized by sister
agencies like Coast Guard, Marine police etc. CISF has continuously
endeavored to integrate technology to ensure foolproof security measures
and reduce any human error.

With the increasing emphasis on environmental sustainability, Paradip Port
Authorityhas responded to ensure that port operations are environmentally
sustainable and committed to improve environmental performance through
focused action on the areas; air quality, energy conservation and climate
change, waste management, noise management, and water management
{both consumption and quality).The port has taken up various schemes
under the Green Port initiative programme for better environment.

Administration Report 2021-2022

INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS:

The Industrial Relations at this Port during the year 2021-22 was normal. In
order to maintain good and healthy industrial relations, Paradip Port
