The Port facilities operate in accordance with the approved Port facility Security Plan and
its being upgraded regularly and same being certified during external Audit. Recently
Security Assessment of Port is being reassessed by a team from IRS (Indian
registrar of Shipping) to comply with Port facility security plan (ISPS).

All entrance gates to Port, port premises, sea sides (south break water] are being
monitored by CISF arm guards and CCTV surveillance. CCTV Surveillance is being
monitored by CISF Office at gate no 4.

Deputy Conservator, PPT is the PFSO (Port facility Security Officer) of Paradip port Trust
as per ISPS Code.
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PORT SECURITY:

CISF is in-charge of Port Security of Paradip Port. It ensures smooth and secure
access control and proper perimeter security. Access control through gates is now total
RFID based, which has enhanced not just security infrastructure but ensured smooth
movement through gates. All entrance gates to the Port, the Port premises, Sea side
(South break water) are being monitored by CISF arm guards and CCTV surveillance. A
24/7 CCTV control room surveillance is being monitored by CISF at Gate # 4.

Trained squads of 25 CISF personnel have begun patrolling in the sea near Paradip Port
and providing the security of Single Point Mooring. This is the first marine commando
squad of squad of CISF, which has gone sea-borne besides guarding ports. CISF's
marine trained personnel also does waterfront security through two high speed patrol
launches (30 knots & 25 knots of speed) engaged by Paradip Port to carryout security
patrolling in the entire port waters with armed personnel 24x7 ensuring safe passage of
vessels. They keep close vigil on all incoming vessels to harbour and prevent any attempt
of sabotage, criminal activity, terrorism, stowaway & fishing etc. CISF has continuously
endeavored to integrate technology to ensure foolproof security measures and reduce
any human error.

Besides, CISF has a highly specialized, trained and fully equipped fire wing, which
provides Fire safety in and around the Port. Over the years, it has saved crores of rupees
of properties and save many precious lives. During the natural calamities too this wing
has shown its high potential in rescue operations by Paradip Port.
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ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION:

Paradip Port Trust is always committed to deal Environmental pollution in a scientific
manner. An “Environment Cell” has been created since 2015 to monitor the Environmental
protection activities in and around Port area.

Paradip Port Trust has undertaken in fully committed to implement an Environment
Management Plan at an approximate cost of ¥ 500 Crores. In this regard the work of ¥ 174
Crores have already been completed. Moreover, the Port is looking at increasing level of
Mechanised handling of cargo from current levels of 83% to the levels of 97% by March,
2021. The Port has undertaken a mission of zero discharge, 100% recycling of water to
meet the Environmental standards. In this respect, 2 STP’s have been operationalized at
an approximate cost of ¥ 19.31 Crores and the 3rd one at a cost of ¥ 8.64 Crores, which
will be commissioned soon. The recycled water is being put to use for horticulture and
dust suppression systems.
